Chapter 11 Trimming edits

Selecting an edit for trimming

· Lock your tracks except for those you are trimming

· Use opt-clicking on a clip to overwrite linked selection

· Cmd key with tool: allows finer adjustments

· To open the Trim Edit window: choose Edit selection tool or Ripple or Roll tool

· Double click an edit point

· To select multiple edits in Timeline: Edit Selection tool and drag around edit points (need to be on different channels)

Trim edit window

Making adjustment to a single edit point

· Trim by single or several frames

· Switch between Ripple and Roll

· Playback edit

· Play around edit btn: loop playback

· To open trim window

· Edit selection tool

· Sequence > Trim Edit

· To close: move playhead in Timeline or click elsewhere

To trim an edit

· Click left image to trim outgoing clip with Ripple Left tool

· Click right image to trim incoming clip with Ripple Right tool

· Click area in between: Roll edit

· Use Trim Forward or Trim backwards btns (–5, –1, +5, +1)

· Type + or – duration to trim edit point, Enter 

· Type of trim that will happen will depend on which edit selection used previously (you have to have made a trim previously to work)

· Drag edit pt in scrubber (roll or ripple depending if all selected or one side)

· Use individual playback controls, set new In and Out pts

· Quick set of new edit points 

· Click Play Around Edit Loop btn; press O and I to set new Out and In pts

· Dynamic trim mode: check dynamic

· Position mouse on image area of clips to trim

· Use JKL shortcuts to play, stop, slow-mo

· When you press K, the playehead stops and edit point is moved to there

· To slip an edit in Trim Edit window: Shift-drag active edit point on Scrubber bar

Trimming Edits in Timeline

· Keep tabs on multiple tracks

· Ripple: shortens or lengthens a clip by moving In or Out pts, other clips follow

· To adjust length of a movie clip without creating a gap, sequence changes duration

· click near the edge of the clip

· Drag edit pt or type + or – frames

· Same with multiples

· Roll: subtracts from 1 clip to add to another one, sequence duration unchanged

· drag left or right or +/–frames

· Slip: made within a single clip, move In and Out pts of clip

· drag left or right: outline of the entire clip appears; or +/–frames

· If you switch of snapping, it will slip smoother

· Slide: does not change the clips you are moving, shortens or lengthens the clips on its side

· select entire clip, drag left or right or +/–frames

· Swap: change the order of clips; drag to location, drop by Insert Edit

· drag, press Opt before releasing mouse, drop

· Extend: extends selected clip to playhead 

· snapping on; Selection tool or Edit Selection tool

· Click edit pt you want to extend

· Move playhead where you want it to end, press E

· Overwrites gaps and clips

· Need to have enough media to extend

· Good for creating split edits (opt-click clip to select only audio or video)

· Resize duration of clip: drag end points of a clip

· selection tool, choose edit pt, drag

· Divide a clip: set target track to one you want to divide, playhead at division

· Ctrl-v to add edit pt

· Or use the razor blade

· Make clip independent, rename one of the clips

· Razor blade all tool: divide all tracks

· Through edits: make continuous timecode (like razor divided clips)

· To remove through edits: in Timeline select Through Edit indicator > Delete

Trimming edits in Viewer

· Ripple, roll, slip, resize

· Only in Sequence clips

· Double click sequence clip in Timeline

· Ripple tool: drag In or Out pt

· Roll: drag In or Out pt

· Slip: drag In or Out pt

· Resize: use selection, create gap or cover a clip

· Correcting out of sync clips: move or slip (same position but shifting contents)

· Ctrl-click out of sync indicator > Move into Sync or Slip into Sync)

· To mark in Sync: Modify: Mark In Sync

Chapter 12: Audio

Audio tab in Viewer: audition, mark edit pts, keyframes to set audio level & pan settings

Audio tracks in Timeline: view all tracks at once

Voice over tool: record multiple tracks

Filters tab in viewer: audio filters and effects

Audio channels:

Stereo: captured as pair, linked, single audio tab

Ch1 + Ch2: distinct, adjusted independently

Mono: single channel

2 linked: levels and filters independent

Stereo: dependent, can have different content

· Select both, Modify > Stereo Pair (to make stereo on or off)

· Or Modify > Link (to link or unlink)

Resolution: 

More= better: 

Bit depth: range of loudness (12-bit)

Sampling rate: # of recordings per second

12-bit +32 kHZ or 16-bit +48 kHZ

Recording: 24-bit Audio: cannot capture in FCE but can import, can output 24 bits

Using Audio tab

· Open: double click audio or video clip in Browser or Timeline

· You can stretch Viewer window: good for audio

· Zoom in on edits to be precise

· Use Marquee selection feature of Zoom tool

· Shift-Z to zoom out

· Set in and out of pts like in video

· Video has frames, audio is more fine and has subframes

· Subframe adjustment

· Jump playhead to edit pt

· Zoom with marquee

· Playhead will look like a bar

· Shift-click playhead > drag to subframe location, mark in or Out

· Place keyframes with same precision: for bad clicks or pops: you can silence that audio for few milliseconds to mute the click

· To create audio keyframe: zoom in, use pen tool to add key frame

· Use drag hand to drag clips to Timeline or Browser

Audio in Timeline

Track height: set large for fine-tuning

Turn on audio waveforms: cmd-opt-w

Editing clips with multiple channels 

· Merged clips: up to 24 audio channels

· Additional source track targeting controls appear

· You can set separated audio and video channels and In and Out pts but only one set of Audio edit pts
· You can trim edit pts on individual tracks if you override linking channels or by disconnecting source track targeting

Recording audio with Voice over tool

· Can monitor existing audio tracks with headphones

· Placed in new track

· Can fine-tune it later

· Set everything up first:

· In Timeline mark In and Out pts
· Specify target by choosing the track

· Tools > Voice over:

· Beeps: 3 beeps for 5 secs preroll

· 1 beep 15 secs before Out

· 2 secs of post-roll recording protection in case you run too long.

· Click Record btn

· Speak on “recording status”
· Additional takes: turn off previous take’s channel in Timeline

Mixing and finishing Audio

· Adjust sound settings on your computer to comfortable levels and pan

· In viewer drag level slider left or right

· Pink level up or down in Timeline (over waveforms)

· Ctrl-+ or –

· Modify > Audio > Apply normalization gain (auto adjusts audio levels)

Dynamic level changes

· In viewer, place playhead at Change pt, adjust level

· Pen tool > click the level line

· Move playhead to next location

· With pen drag level line

· To modify all sound clips: Modify > Sound levels

Pan Position

· Single audio channels: Left/right placement of sound 

· Default: center

· Move pan slider left or right

· Purple line up = right; down = left

· Stereo spread

· Stereo channels: Pan slider adjust the spread from left to right speaker

· Base setting: -1= left channel to left speaker, right channel to right speaker

· 0= L&R equally on both sides

· +1 swaps channels

Real-time audio level and pan adjustment

· In viewer

· User preferences > Editing tab > Record audio keyframes

· Locate start

· Position playhead couple secs before

· Position pointer over level or pan

· Click and drag slider to desired level (holding the mouse)

· Repeat for next point

· To delete keyframes: select clip in Timeline

· Edit > Remove Attributes

· Check Levels and/or Pan, click OK

· Or Modify > Levels and choose Attribute from pop-up menu and set clip volume

· Can be used for multiple clips

Audio filters

· To repair problems

· Equalization, compression, noise reduction

· Mark in and Out for a short 5 sec test section (1 worst case + 1 average one)

· View > Loop Playback

· Disable automatic keyframe recording

· Clip in Viewer

· Play between In and Out

· Adjust filter settings in Filters tab

· To save filters setting drag to Favorites folder in Browser’s Effects tab

· To apply filters to multiple clips:

· Paste Attribute command or opt-v

Chapter 13: Creating transitions

Fade out and fade in: indicate passage of time; ripple=dream…

· Add during edits when dropping on Canvas or in Timeline

· Two clips overlap: need additional frames

· Can be centered on a cut, start or end on a cut
Add transition centered on a cut

· Select edit pt

· Effects tab in Browser > Video transitions: select effect

· Drag over cut, centering it

· Can change alignment: ctrl-click transition > choose alignment

· Start or end on a cut: when dragging, align with start or end of clip

· Fade to black: add cross-dissolve to end of sequence, end on cut

· Fade up from black: add cross-dissolve to start of sequence, start on cut

· To reuse transition: drag back to favorites and rename

· To delete: select and delete

· Replace: select Effects > Video transitions > select replacement

· Copy: cmd-c, ctrl-click where you want to paste > Paste

· Or select transition and Opt-drag

Default transitions

· 1 sec cross-dissolve: video

· 1 sec cross-fade: audio

· Video: opt-click edit pt> Add transition Cross Over
· or Effects > Default > Cross-dissolve

· Similar for audio

Transition edits

· Apply transitions to all clips: group select tool

· Drag them all from Timeline to Canvas, choose Overwrite with Transition area

Editing Video transitions

· Duration, placement, appearance, reverse direction, starting & ending percentages

· Open transition editor: ctrl-click transition > Open or double click it

· Duration: type in duration field or drag beginning/end of transition

· Ripple edit on transition

· Position pointer on edit pt, pointer changes to Ripple tool

· Drag new In pt

· Roll: click anywhere on transition: roll edit tool, drag on transition to roll it

· Asymmetrical dissolve: place clips on two tracks

· Overlap them

· Ramp opacity levels to cross dissolve from one clip to another

Change transition settings

· Start & end pt: drag start & End sliders

· Direction: click reverse

· Center, start, end on alignment: click triangle btns at top

· Hold opt while scrubbing in Canvas to preview

· Or use left and right arrows

· In timeline: ctrl-click or drag its edge

Audio

1db or 3db cross-fade default: try both
